We feel called, like our Sisters of Saint John, to hold this tension, bring it to the Lord and pray. To pray with all
our hearts for peace.

In the last 12 months, four new brothers have settled in Laredo. Last January brother Malachi came to us
from Princeville. Late August two new brothers touched down, Brother
Estaban, who came in from Rimont and Father Salvador from studies
in Rome. It's been wonderful welcoming these new brothers. Their
various backgrounds, personalities, and gifts have opened a new

4| richness and direction to the priory. All kinds of languages can be
heard (no bad language mind you!) within the walls of this house...but
we plan to limit that very soon, right now French is more often than not
spoken, but our plan is from Christmas onwards that it only be in
English or Spanish. Finally in a few days brother Gabrial Maria will be
our newest member. Driving cross-country, leaving Princeville and the
cold for palm trees, sunshine and tortillas! We will then be seven
brothers here. Brother Joachim got delayed coming back to Laredo from Denver, where he spent a few
months working, when he damaged, very severely, ligaments in his knee. He was operated upon very
successfully and now has weeks and weeks of rehabilitation ahead of him. We pray his recovery may be swift
and thorough.
